During the holy season of Advent, the Church’s
great hymn of praise during the Mass, the
GLORIA has been silent. At each Mass on
Christmas Eve when the Gloria is sung for the first
time in four weeks, our Christmas trees will be lit.
It has become a custom here at Blessed Sacrament
to call these trees, “Trees of Life”, for the
decorations on them reflect two of the great
Christian Mysteries: Birth and Death.
