Then the second purple candle is lit. Both candles 

burn. 

 The Third Week 

The joyful Sunday in Advent (known as Gaudete) is 

represented by rose (or pink) instead of the purple 

colour. The third pink candle is lit as well as the 

two previously burned purple candles. 

  O, Lord, we beg Thee incline Thy ear to our 

prayers and enlighten the darkness of our minds 

by the grace of Thy visitation. Through Christ 

our Lord. Amen. 

 The Fourth Week 

O, Lord, stir up Thy power, we pray Thee, and 

come; and with great might help us, that with 

the help of Thy Grace, Thy merciful forgiveness 

may hasten what our sins impede. Through 

Christ our Lord. Amen. 

Each night of this week, remaining days, all four 

candles burn.
